The WTU has sent a letter to the homes of all agency fee members providing this information.

Additionally, the WTU is rescheduling the last of four citywide contract informational sessions for Spingarn SHS this Wednesday, May 26th from 5:30 pm - 7:00pm. The WTU will also provide other opportunities for our members to get correct information about the new tentative contract. We encourage all members to vote “yes” to ratify this very important contract to help protect all teachers from arbitrary “RIFs”.
